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RINGS FROM BANJSKA: IDENTIFICATION
AND THE ARTISTIC AND CRAFTSMANSHIP
CONTEXT

The question of the identification of the rings from Banjska, dis-
covered during the first digging up of the graves in the interior of
the church of Saint Stephen in 1915, has again come to the centre
of attention within the context of the debate initiated in the journal
Saopstenja by publishing the results of the archaeological excava-
tions conducted in 2007. The question concerns two rings; one
has a double-headed eagle in the field of the head and the other an
antique gem with the representation of Silenus (fig. 1). The cir-
cumstances surrounding the discovery of the rings and the reports
that were written on the occasion have created a number of mix-
ups in connection with the places of the rings’ findings and their
identification. However, recently published correspondence
between representatives of the then authorities and representa-
tives of the National Museum unquestionably shows that the rings
were found in two separate, albeit neighbouring graves. One of
them, with the double-headed eagle, was given to the Museum in
1926, while the other has remained in private hands. Both rings
were originally identified as female rings, with the one with the
double-headed eagle being attributed to queen Teodora, mother of
Emperor Stefan Dusan.

The rings from Banjska carry information that helps better
comprehend the artistic and craftsmanship setting in which they
were created. The content of the programme on the ring with the
eagle is composite and it consists of motives and messages in
three segments — on the head, around the shoulder and along the
hoop. This is undoubtedly a signet ring and the motive of a dou-
ble-headed eagle ought to be viewed as a heraldic sign (fig. 2). Its
stylization has parallels with the Spanish silk from France (12th
century), as well as with the Byzantine textile from the period of
the Palaiologos. Around the shoulder of the ring there is a Cyrillic
inscription + KTo Ta HOCH IMOMO3U My Oor (whoever wears it, so
help him God) (fig. 3) which represents one of the usual protec-
tive formulas. The palaeographic characteristics of the inscription
suggest the beginning of the 14t century and the area around
Raska as the place of origin of the person ordering the ring who
was familiar with the language and script of the official docu-
ments. Along the ring’s hoop there is a decoration consisting of
composite animals and vines (fig. 4). The motives on this ring
from Banjska, and on the jewellery at large, ought to be observed
in a broader sense as a key to understanding the medieval art that
is expressed in all media, except in literature, and in miniatures
(illuminated manuscripts), monumental plastics and textiles (tap-
estries). Among the animals it is possible to recognize a lion,
boar, wolf and bear in the opposite fields, as well as a sheep (two
images), deer and fox in the triangle side fields. Here the animals
constitute an allegory (like in bestiarum vocabulum), and in most
of the cases they are also a potential association of the Bible,
while the floral decoration would be a metaphor of piety, a life in
virtue and, ultimately, a representation of the garden of Eden. If
the proposed identification is correct, then it could be assumed
that the selection of the motives on this ring was envisaged pre-
cisely because of the contents of the inscription, that is, with its
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symbolism of the good and the evil the decoration of the hoop
compliments the protective role of the ring.

The skill of the gold work on the ring with the double-
headed eagle unquestionably surpasses the known examples of
the late medieval jewellery from our region. The stylization of the
animals on the hoop is completely Gothic and so far with no
known parallels that would suggest its origin, not only in terms of
the place (region) where the ring was made, but also as regards
the origin of the goldsmith. The manner of placing the animals in
the fields and the decorative concept as a whole hint at an experi-
ences goldsmith and a good connoisseur of the arts of the time.
Bearing in mind the archaeological contexts of this ring, that is,
the year 1322 as terminus ante quem, all segments of the decora-
tive programme suggest the turn of the 14" century, that is, the
very beginning of the 14th century. Also, it seems certain that the
selection of the images on the head of the ring, i.e., the signet and
the text of the inscription had to exist in advance. Although the
individual who ordered the ring also had to provide some guide-
lines as regards the decoration, the selection and composition of
the motives suggest primarily a supposition that this segment was
created by the very artist-goldsmith who had been trained within
the Romanesque-Gothic artistic and craftsmanship milieu, most
probably in Italy.

The other ring is known only in basic terms (fig. 5). The
worked on antique gem has a representation of Silenus, but it is
unclear which gem this is. In connection with this, we would like
to make a point that during the late Middle Ages it was common
to have a secondary use of antique gems in the rings that could
also serve as a signet. As far as it can be seen, the stylization of
the palmette is archaic and it is reminiscent of the solutions
applied in the cluster of rings with monograms from the times of
the Palaiologos dynasty, although this one is somewhat simplified
in comparison to those others. As a decorative detail, it is also
known in the Byzantine and Romanesque-Gothic illuminated
manuscripts and textiles. Judging by all its characteristics, the
time when this ring was made can only be roughly put into the
late 13th century.

The time, place and type of burials provide for a necessary
framework for the consideration of the artistic and craftsmanship
setting for the rings, but they also lead to suppositions in connec-
tion with their owners which has been considered in detail in the
texts of M. Popovi¢ and N. Miladinovi¢-Radmilovi¢ in this issue
of the Saopstenja. Both of the rings belonged to male individuals,
judging not only by the diameters of the hoops, but also by the
shapes and the design of the rings, including the inscription on
one of them. The signet ring with the heraldic sign of the house of
Nemanji¢ belonged to a male member of the ruling family who,
as corroborated by an anthropological analysis, was around 40 at
the time of death. On the other hand, the chronology of the con-
struction of the church — between 1312 and 1316, also supports an
opinion that queen Teodora could not have been buried in the
crypt since she passed away before 1314 and was most probably
buried at the endowment of her husband, King Stefan Uro$§ III
Decanski, at the church of the monastery of Saint Stephen in
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Duljevo. On account of all of this, we presume that the owner of
the ring was Konstantin, the younger son of Milutin and brother
of Stefan Decanski, who was buried in Banjska in the place
originally intended for queen Simonida. The known detail from
Konstantin’s life, primarily the conflict with his brother as regards
the power struggle and his tragic death in 1322, lays ground for a
possibility that the ring could be a testimony of his pretentions to
the Serbian throne.

An attempt to identify the owner of the other ring is accom-
panied by several unknowns. In this case, we are talking about a
young noble man, aged around 20, who could have been a close
relative of the owner of the ring with the eagle, judging by the
position of these two burials. The young man wore valuable gar-
ments with textile gloves interwoven with silver threads. His ring,
most likely also a signet ring, clearly reflected his high position.
Taking into consideration significant signs of wear and tear, as
well as the size or rather the diameter of the hoop, the young man
could have received the ring from an older member of the family.

Within the archaeological complex content of the burials at
the church of the monastery Banjska, these rings, as it can be
discerned, have a much broader meaning. In addition to the data
that can bring us closer to finding answers in connection with the
owners, their specificity illustrates in the best possible manner the
social setting in which the rings were created. This is the time of
an economic prosperity based primarily on the exploitation of and
trading with ores, which was reflected, among other things, in the
creation of cosmopolitan urban settlements and shaping up of
dynamic consumerism with Italian cities serving as a role model.
The mobility of people and trading with goods, especially with
luxurious products, contributed in this manner to the adoption of
the European cultural model. Along with business people, the
multiethnic Serbian medieval cities also attracted different artists
and craftsmen, some of whom were local, but some of whom also
came from Dubrovnik, Kotor, Venice and Greece. In the jewellery
created in such a setting, that will be marked in the documents as
the Serbian jewellery, the elements from the Romanesque-Gothic
west and the Byzantine east intertwine and transform into spe-
cific creations.
