ARCHAEOLOGY OF THE EARLIEST SERBIAN ECCLESIASTICAL CENTRES

The earliest Serbian ecclesiastical centres were almost exclusively monasteries — and
this fact is especially significant in the wider context of comprehending the inner organiza-
tion in the state of the first rulers from the Nemanji¢ dynasty. In previous decades, excava-
tions were conducted, on a smaller or larger scale, on most of our sites (monuments) belong-
ing to this group (fig. 1), thus enabling us to get a clearer overview of the contribution of
archaeology to the study of this important segment of medieval studies. On this occasion, we
have singled out the most important ones — according to our opinion — and provided the most
representative illustrative examples.

The location of an ecclesiastical seat within a given area is decided upon the basis
of the characteristics of a given space, which usually has certain natural traits and historical
importance — it is often located on the remains of an older sacral edifice or settlement, in open
space, on a dominant position, near a spring of drinkable water, as well as a road network,
with raw materials easily available, as is suggestively illustrated by the Churches of Saint
Nicholas (crkva Svetog Nikole) in Toplica, Saint Achilles (crkva Svetog Ahilija) in Arilje,
Saint Archangel Michael (crkva Svetog arhangela Mihaila) on Prevlaka near Tivat. The only
different example is that of the Church of Holy Salvation (crkva Svetog Spasa) in Zida,
whose foundations had been dug into archaeologically sterile ground.

The chronology of the building of these objects also includes the question of burials
in the areas of the earliest Serbian ecclesiastical centres. For example, let us mention the
Church of Saint Nicholas in Toplica, since a more recent comprehensive analysis of available
archaeological material lead to a clear distinction of construction phases of the monastery,
reheating the debate on the scopes of building activities of Stefan Nemanja, that is to say,
the question of whether this was a newly built edifice or else an older church restored with

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the outer narthex added to it. On the other hand, information on the biological structure and
health status of the population which gravitated towards a given (ecclesiastical) centre in a
certain period tend to be very scarce, since the results of archaeological researches that have
been published mostly deal with general topics, without reviewing the stratigraphy of grave
burials and archaeological interpretations of their contents. As an exception in this sense,
however, we should certainly mention the burials around the Church of Saint Peter (crkva
Svetog Petra) in Ras and the Church of Saint Nicholas in Toplica.

Unlike cemeteries, burials of rulers and high-ranking dignitaries — founders (ktetors)
have been studied much more thoroughly. Archaeological researches of foundations built
by members of the Nemanji¢ dynasty established the manner in which the founders were
buried — the Byzantine model was embraced but with distinctive regional traits, as can be
seen from the example of the grave of King Vladislav in Mileseva. The form of the funerary
practice and the appearance of the grave were established on the basis of the burial church
of the founder of the dynasty — Studenica, which represented an essential model for all the
following burial temples of the Nemanji¢ dynasty.

When it comes to monastery complexes, excavations performed with stratigraphic
precision enable reliable determination of the chronology of the construction of monastery
buildings, including the changes in the function of certain spaces within the defensive walls
of the monastery, but also a more comprehensive analysis of objects discovered in archaeo-
logical contexts. In this sense, an exceptional example is the monastery of Studenica — com-
bined results of all archaeological researches lead to a step forward in the interpretation of
some occurrences in the every-day life of the monastery, among other things. On this occa-
sion, we brought attention to some mostly unknown examples of contextual analyses of ce-
ramic material. The first example deals with the identification and defining of a pottery work-
shop, which was organized, at the time of the founding of the monastery, in the eastern part
of the yard, between the sleeping area and the eastern gate. The very fact that the pottery kiln
was built within the area of the complex bears witness of the inclusion of the monastery into
the economy of the early periods of the Nemanji¢ state. Moreover, it is a conclusive piece of
evidence that the monastery of Studenica actually represented an ideal organizational con-
cept of a central sacral place which united the ideological (religious and political), cultural
and economic dimension. The second example deals with the flows of local and interregional
trade. Namely, during the first century of its existence, i.e. already during the 13th century,
most of the items intended for every-day use were being made locally. Those objects, which
have a recognizable craft mark, bear witness of the interconnection of ecclesiastical centres,
that is to say — they belong to a unique crafts and trade circle. On the other hand, pottery
coming from foreign workshops was found in modest amounts, and it was uniform when it
came to product types. However, the very presence of these objects speaks volumes — aside
from being a proof of financial solvency needed for acquiring mobile items, they are also a
confirmation of the active participation of monasteries in international trade exchange. The
third example concerns meal preparation for the monastic community and food rationaliza-
tion. The results of analyses of pottery assemblages, including analyses of various use-wear
traces on the vessels, indicate that different meals were cooked in purposefully made contain-
ers, that the vessels were turned towards the flame always in the same manner and that they
hadn’t been moved often from the kitchen, which indicates that meal preparation was a task
entrusted to the same, small group of people.

In the general estimation of results achieved so far it was noted that archaeology,
thanks to its methods and width of its research range, has the key role in the studies of the first
Serbian ecclesiastical centres, i.e. episcopal seats. With the exception of the older episcopa-
cies in the urban zones of the coastal area of the Adriatic Sea (Primorje), those ecclesiastical
centres were, almost as a rule, monasteries built in rural areas, in the vicinity of roads and
caravan stations. The fact that the first Serbian episcopal seats were located in monasteries is
very significant per se, among other things because of the fact that those were foundations of
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rulers, the cores of dynastic and state ideology, which comprehended cult, spiritual, political,
cultural and economic functions (to mention only the most important ones). In a poorly dif-
ferentiated hierarchy of settlements in the state of the Nemanji¢ dynasty, consisting mostly of
rural settlements (having in mind the fact that the Serbian state had a small number of urban
settlements at the time), the monasteries, thus, had the status of central places. Also, the
question of the role in the organization of economic activities has become even more topical
because of the clear indications provided by the results of the more resent archaeological
researches. Namely, the organization of pottery production in Studenica indicates that in the
state of grand Zupan Stefan Nemanja and his immediate successors this monastery was at the
centre of economic activities in a more complex manner than it was believed before. Since
Studenica represented a prototype for monastery settlements in medieval Serbia, it is logi-
cal to assume certain (if not identical) activities, significant for the community, in other (if
not all other) episcopal centres as well. With the recently renewed archaeological activities
in the area of KurSumlija, research projects that have commenced and that comprehend a
systematization and analysis of available material, along with the studying of the surround-
ing area, strategies for obtaining raw materials (clay, stone, metal) and technology of objects
production, should verify, broaden and enhance our knowledge on a given site and its sur-
roundings, and also occurrences related to the organization of settlements and ecclesiastical
centres in medieval Serbia. Considering the confirmed archaeological potential, these new
programs, which include cooperation with natural sciences experts as well, are planned for
the wider area of Ras, to begin with. Aside from archacometric examinations, very signifi-
cant archaeological researches are also being performed in the area of the Church of Saint
Apostles Peter and Paul (crkva Svetih apostola Petra i Pavla). We believe that this, more
broadly set approach and contextualization of archaeological data — on the distribution of
settlements and necropoles, functions and contents of dwelling places, as well as roads, raw
material sources — would certainly contribute to a more complete overview of the place and
role of the earliest Serbian ecclesiastical centres and their surroundings in the economic and
cultural milieu of medieval Serbia.
