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LATE AVAR FINDS FROM SYRMIA AND THE SERBIAN DANUBE REGION
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SUMMARY

The 8™ century saw a certain increase in the number of finds of the Avar material culture
in Syrmia and in the areas south of the Sava and the Danube in the immediate vicinity of the
Avar Khaganate. This is confirmed by the finds from the collection of the National Museum
of Belgrade (Indija, Novi Banovci, Zemun, Ritopek, Brestovik, Seona). Cast bronze parts of
a Late Avar belt, discovered while digging a tomb at the present-day cemetery in the north
part of Indija, indicate with considerable certainty the proximity of an undocumented Av-
ar-period settlement. The belt sported a large strap-end decorated with a double tendril pat-
tern (fig. 1/1; 2), a two-part buckle (fig. 1/2; 3), a propeller-shaped mount (fig. 1/3), seven
sheet metal mounts with ring pendants (fig. 1/8), a mount decorated with punched triangles
(fig. 1/7), a three-hooped mount (fig.1/4), as well as sheet washers with rivets (figs. 1/5-6).
According to the seriation by Jozef Zdbojnik these objects are dated to the first half of the 8
century, or perhaps, more precisely, to the fist third of that century, while the upper part of
a belt mount from Novi Banovci (fig. 4) dates from 750 to 780.

The upper part of a cast bronze belt mount, acquired from the site Prva Pumpa near
Govedi Brod in Zemun, displays an openwork griffin (fig. 5); such finds are usually dated
between the years 720 and 750. From the same site comes a shield-like upper part of a belt
mount with vegetal openwork design, dated to the period from 750 to 780 (fig. 6). Different
dates and the absence of more precise information on the finding circumstances do not in
themselves support the opinion of Jovan Kovacevi¢ that these objects came from one and the
same grave, but it might be assumed that they originated from different burials of a (Late)
Avar cemetery. Such a conclusion could be supported by the unique find of a repaired ear-
ring with prismatic green glass pendant from the same site (fig. 7).

The accidental find of a small strap-end plate from Ritopek, dated between 750 and 780,
perhaps originated from a solitary Avar-period grave (fig. 8). Two small strap-ends (figs.
9/1-2), a shield-like buckle plate (fig. 9/3) and two-part (fig. 9/4, 7), shield-like (fig. 9/5-6)
and small belt mounts (fig. 9/8) were found at the multi-layered site of Jalija in Brestovik. All
these finds are dated to the period from 750 to 780. Jovan Kovacevi¢ rightly identified them
as the elements of male attire from a single grave.

Not far from Brestovik, at the Oresac site in the village of Seone, a fragmented clay spin-
dle whorl was found (fig. 10) - a typical element of female equipment. The spindle whorls
decorated on both cones with zigzag motifs were dated to the second and third quarters
of the 8" century at the representative Tiszaftired cemetery. Yet another spindle whorl
(fig. 11/2), for which there is no information at all, might provisionally be described as Late
Avar. There is also a pendant with a representation of a human face, likewise without accom-
panying data, featuring some traits of Late Avar art (fig. 11/1); however, the closest parallels
come from North Macedonia.
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While the finds from Syrmia probably indicate population increase in that region in the
Late Avar period, the finds from the area across the rivers could represent traces of temporary
Avar stay, or of the population which fled after the collapse of the Khaganate. Their interpreta-
tion is more challenging than that of related finds from the Avar core territories, but they cer-
tainly complete the archaeological picture of the area in the Early Middle Ages (fig. 12).
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
