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LATE ANTIQUE AND EARLY BYZANTINE
CHANCE FINDS FROM THE SITE OF
GRADAC-GRBAVCE IN THE VICINITY OF SVRLJIG

Key words: Gradac, Svrijig, fortification, fibulae,
Late Antique period, Early Byzantine period

On a rocky hill (609m) called Gradac, in the village of Grbavce near
Svrljig, the remains of one of many fortifications built in the region of the central
Balkans in the Late Antiquity and Early Byzantine period are located (Map 1).
The site was first recorded in 1934, during the listing of the archaeological monu-
ments in the area of Svrljig, when it was, without any detailed data, described as a
place comprising ancient walls. During the systematic surveys of the municipal-
ity of Svrljig, performed in the 1980’s, the remains of walls around 1.5 m thick,
several towers and a smaller suburb were noted (Fig. 1). However, in the follow-
ing period, intense deterioration of the walls took place as well as illegal excava-
tions, so that today the hill is almost completely bare and only in rare places are
the remains of the foundations of the fortifications and buildings visible (Fig. 2).
Given that archaeological investigations have not been conducted, the only data
available are the chance finds from the collection of the Homeland Museum in
Svrljig which indicate that Gradac is a multilayered site.

The most apparent are the finds from the Late Antique and Early Byzan-
tine periods. The numismatic material comprises only a few coins, minted during
the reigns of Emperor Philippus I (244-249), Anastasius 1 (491-518), Justin I
(518-527) and Justinian I (527-565). Along with the coins, four fibulae are of
particular importance to the chronological picture of the site.

One iron bow fibula belongs to the Viminacium — Novae type, with a
spiral head holding a spring cord and a short rectangular foot with a rolled end
(PL. I/1). The use of such fibulae reached its height in the second half of the fourth
and the first half of the fifth century, although there is the possibility that they
had already existed from the beginning of the fourth century and continued to be
used through to the end of the next century. Their somewhat higher concentration
has been noted, for example, in the Late Antique layer at Gamzigrad, and it is
important to highlight that they have also been discovered in some hilltop forts
of the Late Antiquity.
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The next fibula, made of iron, has an inverted foot and two coils wound
between it and the start of the bow. The head of the fibula holds a shaft on which
there is a spring and whose ends are shaped into small spheres. On the front of
the head there is a “horn” for locking the spring. A dense incised cross-hatch
pattern covers the entire surface of the bow and the foot (Pl. I/2). An example
from the Vise Grobalja necropolis in Kostolac is very similar to this fibula. The
second fibula made of iron has thickenings in the shape of small spheres on the
head and at the ends of the shaft. The bow is decorated with two parallel incised
lines (P1. I/3). Similar fibulae have been discovered at the site of Gradiste in Zupa
Aleksandrovacka and at Caricin Grad.

What stands out as a quite distinctive find from Gradac is an iron fibula
of larger dimensions. On its wide bow and pronouncedly long foot, inlaid cop-
per alloy wires are arranged. Between the two middle wires on the bow, a zigzag
ornamentation can be seen. The head of the fibula holds a shaft with a spring on it
and polyhedral knobs, made of bronze, fixed to its ends. Another polyhedral knob
of the same size is located on the front of the head (Fig. 3, Pl. I/4). The closest
territorial analogy to our fibula is a find from the village of Rgoste in the vicinity
of Knjazevac, whilst an example from Liska Cava near Cacak and several other
finds discovered in Macedonia and Bosnia are, to a certain extent, also similar.

All three described fibulae with inverted foot belong to a large group of
Early Byzantine fibulae. Although they have been systematised on several oc-
casions, due to insufficient stratigraphic data and difficulties when defining the
settlement phases within the fortification, it appears that the line of development
of the Early Byzantine fibulae has not yet been clarified in detail. In a broader
sense, however, our examples could be attributed to a group whose characteristics
comprise an inverted, somewhat longer foot, two or three coils, a lower arched
bow and a so-called horn or knob for locking the spring on the head (instead of an
“S” ending which was also present on Early Byzantine fibulae). Such fibulae have
frequently been discovered in the western parts of the Balkans and, consequently,
are referred to in literature as the West Balkan (Dalmatian) or Salona type. How-
ever, it is evident that they also appear in substantial numbers in the region of the
central Balkans, thus the use of the aforementioned names should be questioned.
They are mainly dated to the second half of the sixth and the beginning of the
seventh century.

Two very similar iron keys from Gradac most likely also belong to the
Early Byzantine period (P1. 1/5,6), whilst a number of other objects from the site
(iron tools) cannot be more precisely dated to a specific period since they were
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the same shape from the Antiquity all the way through to the Late Middle Ages
and the early modern period.

Therefore, based on the previous dating of the finds, such as the coins
of Philippus I (244-249) and the fibula of the Viminacium-Novae type, there is
a possibility that this site had already been inhabited and fortified in the period
of the Late Antiquity. Throughout the last decades of the fourth and most of the
fifth century, the central Balkan region was exposed to incursions of the Goths
and the Huns, of which the Hun invasion in 441 was particularly devastating,
when Ni§ was completely destroyed. Whether these events led to the destruction
and/or abandonment of the settlement on Gradac remains unknown. It can be
further assumed that the (re)occupation of Gradac happened during the reigns of
Anastasius I (491-518) and Justinian I (527-565), when intensive reconstruction
took place in the territory of Illyricum. The most recent dated coin from the site
1s a semifollis from 563-564, whilst the finds of iron fibulae with an inverted foot
indicate the possible use of the fortification all the way through to the end of the
sixth century.
