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140 YEARS OF THE SERBIAN ARCHAEOLOGICAL SOCIETY

The first half of the 19" century is the period of the sudden rise of the
Serbian state in all the spheres, including culture. After long years of fighting for
freedom and gaining independence, the focus was shifted to the development of
the society, which, along with educated individuals who were few in numbers,
mostly comprised of illiterate and barely literate population, hence, it was neces-
sary to take great leaps forward in order to become a part of the community of
developed European countries. Since the cultural development was one of the
primary tasks, national cultural institutions were being founded in this period
(National Museum in 1844, National Theatre in 1868, etc.), but also various pro-
fessional associations, in order to raise awareness on the importance of cultural
and scientific development of the country (Society of Serbian Letters in 1841,
Serbian Learned Society in 1864, Fellowship of Archaeology and Ethnography
on Balkan Tropolje in 1867 et al.). In such a climate, the development of archae-
ology as a science, and thus the founding of a society which would deal with
issues of cultural heritage, was inevitable.

Development of archaeology in Serbia

The founding of the Serbian Archaeological Society has a long prehis-
tory that was written among the Serbs on both sides of the Sava and the Danube.
The awakening of the awareness about the need to study the remains of cultural
heritage ran in parallel among Serbs in Serbia and those in Austria-Hungary.

The interest in archaeology in the newly restored Serbian state began
somewhat later than among the Serbs in Austria-Hungary, due to historical events
related to the liberation of Serbia from the Ottoman rule and the formation of an
independent state. It intensified already after the final phases of those political
processes. Joakim Vuji¢ (1772—1847; Serbian writer, actor, one of the founders
of theatre life in Serbia and Vojvodina) collected data on Serbian antiquities in his
work Ilymewecmsuja no Cepouju (Travels across Serbia) in 1826. Several years
later, Jovan Sterija Popovi¢ also began his significant mission in the study of an-
tiquities, which led to the creation of the first proposal of the Law on Antiquities
in 1843 and the establishment of the National Museum in Belgrade in 1844.

In 1867, the Principality of Serbia participated at a Pan-Slavic exhibi-
tion in Moscow, organised with the aim of awakening interest in the cultural
heritage of the Slavic peoples. This also resonated with the Serbian Learned So-
ciety, a number of whose members, including Mihailo Valtrovi¢ and Dragutin
Milutinovi¢, founded the Fellowship of Archaeology and Ethnography on Balkan
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Tropolje in the same year, which was the precursor of the Serbian Archaeological
Society and whose program served as the basis for its first statute, but it also influ-
enced the programs of the Serbian Learned Society, Serbian Royal Academy, De-
partment of Archaeology at the Faculty of Philosophy, and the National Museum.
The first archaeological excavations in Serbia were conducted in 1865 at Rudnik,
on the south-western side of Veliki Sturac, led by Janko Safarik (1814—1876;
Serbian scientist, physician, numismatist, museologist and librarian). Remains
of a Roman temple were discovered there, to which a marble slab, dated into
the first year of the reign of Septimius Severus, belonged, as well as settlements,
necropoles and traces of old mining. However, the first professionally organised
archaeological excavations in Serbia, funded by the state, were conducted by
Mihailo Valtrovi¢ in 1882 at Viminacium.

Mihailo Valtrovi¢ and Dragutin Milutinovi¢ played one of the key roles
in the development of archaeology in Serbia. Both of them graduated from the
polytechnic in Karlsruhe, Germany, and very soon after returning to Serbia, they
devoted themselves to the study and protection of cultural heritage. After teach-
ing at the Realka High School 18661875, Mihailo Valtrovi¢ (1839—-1915) be-
came a professor of the Great School at the Department of Civil Engineering,
where he taught architecture. As a representative of the Serbian Learned Soci-
ety, he visited monasteries in Serbia and collected information about Serbian
artistic monuments and antiquities. In 1881, he was elected custodian of the
National Museum and professor of archaeology at the Great School, where the
Department of Archaeology was founded in 1882. He was appointed a member
of the Serbian Royal Academy in 1887. He was a member of the Croatian Ar-
chaeological Society, German Archaeological Institute in Berlin and Imperial
Russian Archaeological Society in Moscow. After returning to Serbia in 1867,
Dragutin Milutinovi¢ (1840-1900) worked in the Ministry of Construction, and
from 1882 he was appointed professor of architecture at the Great School. He
devoted great attention to the study of Serbian medieval architecture. He was a
member of the Serbian Learned Society, and became a member of the Serbian
Royal Academy in 1892.

As subjects of the Austrian-Hungarian Monarchy, the Serbs north of the
Sava and the Danube were in closer contact with the European development of
culture and science, thus, they came to realise the importance of archaeology
before their southern compatriots. Zaharije Orfelin (1726—-1785; Serbian poet,
historian, baroque educator, copper-engraver, engraver, calligrapher, textbook
writer, Orthodox theologian) issued a call to Serbs in Austria-Hungary to col-
lect objects of old cultures and preserve them from oblivion and destruction in
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the Crasenocepocxu maeaszun (Slavic-Serbian Magazine) in 1768. That call is
considered the oldest document that can be brought into connection with archae-
ology. Already in the beginning of the 19" century, in 1810, Lukijan MuSicki
(1777-1837; Serbian bishop and poet) undertook study trips across Syrmia, Ba-
nat, Backa and Slavonia, and collected data on monasteries and remains of medie-
val and Roman fortifications and settlements. Georgije Magarasevic (1793—1830;
Serbian writer, professor, founder of Cepocku remonuc (Serbian Chronicles) in
Buda) also acted inspired by his example. In 1827, he began his campaign to col-
lect data about our past through Cepocku remonuc and Hosune cepocke (Serbian
News). In 1847, Teodor Pavlovi¢ (1804—1854; Serbian journalist, writer and first
secretary of Matica Srpska in Pest) launched an initiative to collect archaeologi-
cal, numismatic and historical objects for the future museum of Matica Srpska.
This is the first attempt to organise a collection of material for a museum by the
Serbs north of the Sava and Danube. In 1860, the Archaeological Society “Sirmi-
um” was founded in Sremska Mitrovica, whose spiritual father was Felix Kanitz
(1829—-1904; Austrian-Hungarian travel writer), an important figure in the devel-
opment of archaeology in Serbia. As a correspondent for Leipziger illustrirte Zei-
tung (Leipzig lllustrated News), he undertook numerous trips to Serbia and Bul-
garia to collect information on archaeological sites from prehistory to the Middle
Ages. After 40 years of such work, he left behind numerous articles and several
books that have been and continue to be an important source of information about
archaeological remains that have since been destroyed. The importance of his
work was recognised in Serbia at the time, some of his books were translated into
Serbian, and his travelogues were printed in sequels in Mrada Cpoaouja (Young
Serbians) in 1872. His work was appreciated in the Serbian Learned Society,
which, after his death in 1904, published his obituary in the Yearbook of the SRA
XVII, authored by M. Valtrovic.

Archaeological research began in VrSac, Subotica and Sremska Mitro-
vica in 1882, which either directly led to or accelerated the establishment of mu-
seums in certain towns in Vojvodina (Sombor in 1883, Vrsac in 1908, etc.).

Serbian Archaeological Society 1883-1914

The Serbian Archaeological Society was founded on July 1, 1883 in
Belgrade (fig. 1). The founding assembly was attended by 35 members of the
founders — scholars from the ranks of the clergy, professors, businessmen,
military personnel from Belgrade, Smederevo, Cuprija, Paraéin, KnjaZevac,
Krusevac, UZice, Vranje, Sabac, Cetinje and Zadar (fig. 2). In the following
year, in 1884, the Society had 196 members. Along with the professors of the
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Great School in Belgrade — Mihailo Valtrovi¢, Dragutin S. Milutinovi¢, Jovan
Zujovic’, Josif Panci¢, Jovan Boskovi¢, Svetomir Nikolajevi¢, Dimitrije Nesic,
Laza Doki¢ — the then ministers Stojan Novakovi¢, Dimitrije Marinkovi¢, in-
dustrialist Borde Vajfert, metropolitan Teodosije, Kornelije, the bishop of Uzice,
and others were also members. The Society was headed by professors of the
Great School Mihailo Valtrovi¢, Dragutin S. Milutinovi¢, Jovan Boskovié, Jo-
van Zujovié, Svetomir Nikolajevié, colonel Jovan Dragasevi¢, director of the
Teachers’ College Ljubomir Kovacevi¢, assistant minister of internal affairs Mi-
lan . Mili¢evi¢ and archimandrite Nic¢ifor Duci¢. The president of the Serbian
Archaeological Society, as well as its main driving force, from its foundation
until 1889, was Mihailo Valtrovi¢. He was succeeded by Milan B. Mili¢evi¢, and
Valtrovi¢ retained the position of the treasurer of the Society and one of the edi-
tors of the Starinar of the Serbian Archaeological Society until 1907, and from
1908 the editorship was taken over by Miloje M. Vasi¢ (1869—-1956; archaeolo-
gist, professor, academician).

The objectives of the Serbian Archaeological Society and its tasks were
clearly formulated in the “Admission”, “Invitation to join the Society” and the
Statute of the Serbian Archaeological Society, published in the first issue of the
Starinar of the Serbian Archaeological Society, launched the following year, in
1884 (fig. 3-5). In the “Invitation to join the Society”, the abundance of archaeo-
logical remains from prehistory to the Middle Ages in Serbia was underlined, and
it was pointed out that it was up to the people who live on them today to preserve,
collect and submit these traces of the past for scientific study. The importance of
presenting archaeological material to the public was particularly emphasised in the
“Admission” as one of the primary tasks of the Society. The society was headed
by the Administration, which would appoint editors for social sciences’ writings
(publications), decide where archacological excavations should be undertaken,
which “antiquities” should be acquired, and would give “its expert judgment”
to the authorities or individuals. At regular annual, as well as extraordinary as-
semblies, the Administration would submit reports on all activities. The assembly
consisted of all members of the Society who actively participated in the creation
of the work program, and every member of the Society could make proposals for
archaeological activities at the assembly, the realisation of which would be de-
cided by the assembly. The cooperation of the Society with the National Museum
was determined on the basis of the Statute, thus, all collected findings were handed
over to the Museum for the “Collection of the Archaeological Society”, and in
case of cessation of activity, all assets of the Society would come to belong to the
National Museum.
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The interwar period

The end of the First World War and the founding of the new state — the
Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes (from 1929, the Kingdom of Yugoslavia)
did not lead to the active participation of the Serbian Archaeological Society and
the continuation of the intense, diverse and fruitful activities as was expressed
in the Statute and fulfilled by the members of the Society under the leadership
of Mihailo Valtrovi¢. The activities of the Society were limited to the regular
annual publication of the magazine Starinar — Journal of the Serbian Archaeo-
logical Society, which certainly represented a very significant contribution to the
development of archaeology in these regions. The editors of Starinar were also
considered the presidents of the Society during that period. Starinar was renewed
in 1922 and its first editor, until 1930, was Nikola Vuli¢ (1872—1945; classi-
cal philologist, historian and epigrapher, academician). After him, the editorship
was taken over by Vladimir R. Petkovi¢ (1874—1956; art historian, academician),
whose editorial status was interrupted from 1941 up until 1950, when the publica-
tion of Starinar was renewed under his editorial supervision.

Archaeological associations after the Second World War

The end of the Second World War brought about a new social order in
Yugoslavia, and thus changed the work system in archaeology as well. New mu-
seums, institutions for the protection of cultural monuments and institutes were
being founded at a rapid rate. The Institute of Archaeology at the Serbian Acade-
my of Sciences was founded in 1947 and it took over the role formerly held by the
Serbian Archaeological Society, as well as the publication of Starinar, changing
its name to Starinar — Journal of the Institute of Archaeology of the Serbian Acad-
emy of Sciences since 1950. The need for a professional association, however,
became apparent already in 1950, when the Coordinating Committee of Archae-
ologists of Yugoslavia was founded at the symposium of Yugoslav archaeologists
in Niska Banja, which later grew into the Archaeological Council and finally into
the Archaeological Society of Yugoslavia. The assemblies of archaeologists in
Serbia were taking place under the auspices of the Institute of Archaeology of
the Serbian Academy of Sciences, which would organise regular meetings once a
year at the Serbian Academy of Sciences. They were attended by representatives
from museums, institutes for the protection of cultural monuments, Faculty of
Philosophy, Institute of Archaeology, Institute of Byzantine Studies, Institute of
History and Institute of Ethnography. Each representative would submit a report
on research activities carried out by the institution from which they came, pub-
lications issued and plans for the following year. At the beginning of the 1960s,
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those gatherings were held less and less often, with intervals of several years. The
thirteenth was held in 1961, and the final, 14" meeting was held in 1964. In that
year, the initiative to organise an archaeological society at the level of the Repub-
lic began, first in the form of a republican branch of the Archaeological Society
of Yugoslavia. The Archaeological Society of Serbia was founded on May 23,
1970 in Belgrade from that branch. The president of the branch at the time was
Ladislav Laslo Sekeres (1931-1997; archaeologist), elected at the assembly in
Bor in 1969, when the initiative to establish the Serbian Archaeological Society
was launched, of which he was the president until 1972. After him, that position
was held by Branko Gavela (1914—1994, archaeologist, art historian) until 1980,
followed by Nikola Tasi¢ (1932-2017; archaeologist, academician) and Marija
Bajalovi¢ Hadzi-Pesi¢ (1924-2008; archaeologist).

Restoration of the Serbian Archaeological Society

Petar Petrovi¢ (1938-1997; classical philologist, archaeologist) became
the president in 1980, and during his tenure, the old name of Serbian Archaeo-
logical Society was restored in 1983, precisely on the centenary of its foundation.
Dimitrije Madas (1942; archaeologist) became the President of the Society in
1984, and launched a new magazine — Journal of the Serbian Archaeological
Society (fig. 6). All the presidents after him left their mark on the activities of the
Society, although some had the ungrateful role of being its head during challeng-
ing times in history: Marko Popovi¢ (1944-2020; archaeologist, president of the
SAS 1988-1990), Miloje Vasi¢ (1940; archaeologist, president of the SAS 1990
1991), Marin Brmboli¢ (1945-2014; archaeologist, president of the SAS 1991—
1995), Borislav Jovanovi¢ (1930-2015; archaeologist, academician, president of
the SAS 1995-1999), Vojislav Jovanovi¢ (1930-2005; archaeologist, professor,
president of the SAS 1999-2003), Dorde Jankovi¢ (1947-2016; archaeologist,
professor, president of the SAS 2003—2007), Rastko Vasi¢ (1937; archaeologist,
president of the SAS 2007-2008), DuSan Mihailovi¢ (1962; archaeologist, pro-
fessor, president of the SAS 2008-2011), Dragana Antonovi¢ (1960; archaeolo-
gist, president of the SAS 2011-2015) and Adam Crnobrnja (1972; archaeologist,
president of the SAS since 2015).

Since 1978, the Society regularly holds annual meetings of Serbian ar-
chaeologists, where the results of all research activities undertaken in the past
year are presented. Those gatherings grew into professional-scientific conferences
and today represent the only regular gathering of archaeologists in Serbia, which
are always organised in a different city in Serbia: Novi Pazar (1978), Knjazevac
(1980), Grza (1981), Kladovo (1982), Nis (1983; the festive academy on the oc-
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casion of the Society’s centenary was held in Belgrade), Valjevo (1984), Bela
Crkva (1985), Sabac (1986), Sombor (1987), Novi Pazar (1988), Kikinda (1989),
Pozarevac (1990), Vrsac (1991), Prijepolje (1992), Aleksandrovac (1993), Srem-
ski Karlovci (1994), Pirot (1995), Prizren (1996), Sremska Mitrovica (1997),
Subotica (1998), Belgrade (1999), Kovin (2000), Krusevac (2001), Belgrade
(2002), Novi Pazar (2003), Pozarevac (2004), Bijeljina (2005), Leskovac (2006),
Belgrade (2007), Zajecar (2008), Zrenjanin (2009), Nis (2010), Kraljevo (2011),
Valjevo (2012), Novi Sad (2013), Kragujevac (2014), Pirot (2015), Vrsac (2016),
Belgrade (2017), Panéevo (2018), Negotin (2019), Subotica (2020, electronic
meeting), Paracin (2021), Prokuplje (2022) and Sombor (2023).

Today, the Serbian Archaeological Society has a wide range of activities
in the promotion and protection of the archaecological heritage in Serbia, with 300
members — archaeologists, anthropologists, art historians and others who are pro-
fessionally engaged in archaeology. The rich publishing activity includes the regu-
lar annual publication of the Journal of the Serbian Archaeological Society, publi-
cation of monographs, proceedings of scientific meetings, as well as manuals, and
with over 50 titles, it is emblematic of the wide span of activities of the Society.
