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LATE MEDIEVAL BUCKLES OF WESTERN ORIGIN
FROM THE CENTRAL BALKANS

Key words: buckle, belt, brooch, Western and Central Europe,
Medieval Serbia, Hungary, Bulgaria, Late Middle Ages

Among the functional parts of Medieval clothing in present-day Serbia
south of the Danube and Sava Rivers (Central Balkans), there is a small group of
belt buckles and brooches of the Western origin. The aim of the present research
is to provide their cultural-historical interpretation. Most of these findings could
not be interpreted according to the context, but only thanks to numerous parallels
from Western and Central Europe indicating their origin and chronological and
functional determination.

The findings are classified into two chronological groups. One should
first mention the circular and rosette brooches, characteristic of the thirteenth
century, from the wider surroundings of Belgrade and Branicevo (Fig. 2/2-4).
These brooches can be connected with the Hungarian expansion and, possibly,
with the missionary activity of certain Western monastic orders which operated
in the southern areas of Hungary from the early thirteenth century, but one can-
not exclude the possibility that they were used by other social categories, as it
was common in the West. On the other hand, in Medieval Serbia only precious
brooches were worn by the members of the royal family and the nobility (Fig.
2/1), while they were not widespread among the wider population.

The small D-shaped belt buckles with ornate outer edges from the graves
in Bela Crkva (Krupanj) and Ljubi¢evac (Perdap) (Fig. 3/1-2), dated to the thir-
teenth or the first half of the fourteenth centuries, indicate that some of the local
people wore belts of foreign origin. However, these findings are so rare that one
cannot speak about the adoption of Western fashion.

From the village of Popovica in the Negotin region, which was part of
Medieval Bulgaria, comes a specific find of an iron D-shaped buckle decorated
with gold. Numerous analogous finds have been uncovered from rich graves and
hoards in former territories of Bulgaria and Hungary, dated to the second half of
the thirteenth century and the first half of the fourteenth. A belt set, consisting of
an ornate buckle, appliques and a strap-end, called centura or cingulum, was a
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characteristic detail of aristocratic clothing (Fig. 3/5, Fig. 4). Just like a luxury
brooch, it was considered to be an insignia. It is observed here that the single
find of a nobleman’s belt-set from the territory of Medieval Serbia, the one from
Lipovac near Aleksinac (Fig. 5), is different from the Western-style belts from
Bulgaria and Hungary. However, it is difficult to judge on the characteristics of
Serbian belts on the basis of this one find.

A group of later belt buckles, dating from the fourteenth to the sixteenth
centuries, comes from the Medieval urban centres of Novo Brdo and KruSevac.
They may be ascribed to the foreign groups whose presence in Serbian towns is
documented in the historical sources. Among them the most numerous were the
traders from Dubrovnik. The first type is represented by circular bronze buckles
from graves in the Saxon Church in Novo Brdo (Fig. 6). An interesting detail,
illustrative of their function, is that sometimes they were found in pairs at the
right hip. Hence, it is assumed that such circular buckles were part of bragerium,
described in the written sources as a belt fastened by two (identical) buckles. On
the basis of numerous analogous finds from Western and Central Europe and
Dalmatia, these can be dated to the period preceding the fall of Novo Brdo under
the Ottoman rule in the mid-fifteenth century.

Three bronze buckles with a double-loop or “8”-shaped frame were
found outside the graves in the churchyard of the Novo Brdo Cathedral (Fig.
7/1-3). Relying on parallels from the surrounding regions and across Europe they
could date from the fourteenth -fifteenth centuries or the beginning of the six-
teenth. Judging by corresponding findings from England, the massive double-
loop buckle from Lazarev Grad (Krusevac) may be dated even later than that
(Fig. 7/4).

Attention is also drawn to the very few finds of ordinary belt buckles
(simply shaped, made out of iron) and other belt elements in the cemeteries
in present-day Serbia. Besides that, pictorial and written sources show that, in
general, Medieval clothing was modest. Ribbons of linen or wool were used, or
simple woven belts, so there was no particular need for leather belts. Thus, it is
concluded that the appearance of the presented buckles should be seen in the light
of the historical context and the presence of foreigners, rather than in terms of
Western fashion influence over the wider population.
